
Statement on the UK's Modern Slavery Act 

Toray Group is issuing this statement pursuant to Article 54 of the Modern Slavery Act 

in force in the UK. This statement describes the efforts of Toray Group in fiscal 2018 to 

prevent slave labor and human trafficking in its business and supply chain. 

1. Toray Group organization and business areas

Toray Group has operations in 26 countries and regions around the world, including 

those relating to textiles, functional chemicals, carbon fiber composite materials, 

environment and engineering, and life sciences. As of March 31, 2019, the number of 

affiliated companies is 275 (101 in Japan and 174 overseas), and the number of 

employees is 48,320 (18,148 in Japan and 30,172 overseas).

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2. Toray Group policy regarding prevention of slave labor and human trafficking

(1) Management philosophy of Toray Group

Since its founding in 1926, Toray Group has designated itself as a public 

institution and has established a management philosophy that places the highest 

importance on "contributing to society through the creation of new value with 

innovative ideas, technologies and products." It has established the Corporate 

Ethics and Legal Compliance Code of Conduct and the Toray Group Policy for 

Human Rights Policy, as concrete action guidelines. 

A. Corporate Ethics and Legal Compliance Code of Conduct

Toray Group believes that respect for human rights is an essential management 

pillar in order to conduct business activities while building good relationships 

with all stakeholders. Based on this recognition, the Corporate Ethics and Legal 

Compliance Code of Conduct requires personnel to "comply with laws and 
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
